A Butte County dog License is the best identification your dog can wear. A license is the best way to get a lost dog home
without fees for impoundment. A dog license is required by California State Law and Butte County Ordinance:

> Within 30 days of acquiring new dog or moving into the area
> When a puppy becomes 3 months of age

Current rabies certificate is required for licensing.

* The vaccination must be good for a minimum of 6 months
**You can only license for as long as the rabies vaccination is current.
*** Proof of spay/neuter is required
