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In efforts to improve public safety and provide more reliable water crossings, Butte 
County Department of Public Works has completed a 1,043 foot long replacement bridge 
on Aguas Frias Road over Butte Creek.  The project achieved its main goal of traffic 
safety by eliminating a dangerous “S” curve and by providing a higher water crossing for 
flood events.  A gently arching structure built 12 feet higher than before, the new bridge 
allows motorists an expansive view of nearby farmlands and the natural beauty of Butte 
Creek.  The design and environmental phases began in 1996, followed by right-of-way 
acquisition in 2002 and construction in 2008.  The federally funded project cost $8.6 
million altogether, with the construction contract in the amount of $7,183,500 awarded to 
MCM Construction, Inc., of North Highlands, California.  In November 2009, the 
construction was completed and a ribbon-cutting ceremony is planned with local 
dignitaries at the following location, date, and time:
