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When online predators creep onto MySpace.com to lure teenagers, they might soon be 
met by a badge of the Butte County Sheriff’s Department.  

The Butte County Sheriff’s Department has created a MySpace page in hopes of linking 
to the pages of youths who use the social networking site. 
 
The Butte County Sheriff’s Department wants children and families to add them to their 
circle of "top friends" in order to deter predators and other unwanted individuals from 
contacting them. 
 
The idea is that when predators call up a child's page, one of the first things they will see 
is a link to the Sheriff’s Department and badge. It is our hope that this will make the 
person think twice about contacting that child. 
 
The Butte County “MySpace Page” will include information on using the Internet safely 
and will provide a link to the Butte County Sherriff’s Department Web site. This site can

Statistics show more than 77 million children use the Internet. California ranks first in the 
nation in terms of the volume of child pornography, according to the Federal Internet 
Crimes Against Children Task Force. Nationally, one in seven children between the ages 
of 10 and 17 has been solicited online by a sexual predator, according to the National 
Center for Missing and Exploited Children.
