OBSERVATIONS AND CORRECTIVE ACTIONS:

5- Food handlers reportedly do not wear disposable glove over cutting glove when using slicer for ready to eat foods (ie: lunch meats). Develop a written handwashing

policy as to when food handlers are instructed to wash hands (and wear disposable gloves).

35- Clean major equipment of some food debris where needed (ie: bottom of storage freezer, etc). Clean shelves in walk-in cooler of some rust.

45- Clean floors, especially in hard to reach areas, of some food debris. Clean walls, especially in hard to reach areas, of some food residues.

44- Store misc. items, away from food and food prep areas (ie: paperwork on prep table near office). Keep personal food stored separately (ie: in a labeled lunch box/ bag)

from food for customers.
