foods at 135°F or above. Observed chicken strips (56°F) stocked over fill line in top of prep refrigerator. Stock foods to fill line only so as to maintain at

41°F or below.

14- Observed food handler “clean” in-use knife by rinsing with water. Proper utensil cleaning procedure is 1. Wash with hot, soapy water, 2. Rinse with

clear water, 3. Sanitize with approved sanitizer (i.e.: 1 0z bleach to 4 gallons water), 4. Air dry on clean drain board.

31- Clean behind and between nozzles of beverage dispenser to remove accumulated residues.

39- Probe thermometers not functioning correctly. Repair/replace.
