The owner or operator of a UST system shall record or report any unauthorized release from the underground storage tank system and any spill or overfill (CCR §2650). A recordable release is
defined as a release from the primary containment which the operator is able to clean-up within 8 hrs of detection, or should have resonably be detected, does not escape secondary containment, does
not increase the hazard of fire or explosion, and does not cause any deterioration of the secondary containment (HSC §25294). Any unauthorized release that does not meet the definition of a
recordable release must be reported to the local agency (Butte County Environmental Health - [530] 538-7281) within 24 hours after the release has been detected, or should have been detected, and
a report shall be filed to the local agency within 5 five working days (HSC §25295). Clean-up material for spills/ releases shall be managed and disposed of as Hazardous Waste if a hazardous waste
determination (laboratory analysis) has not been performed on the material (CCR §66262.11).
